Lessons from the Mozambique
meltdown

In the 1980s film, Local Hero, the
residents of an idyllic village on the west
coast of Scotland start dreaming of the
high life when rumours circulate that a
Texas company has discovered oil. Some
buy flashier cars while others make
mental purchases of big houses or yachts.
In the end, the Texan oil magnate, played
by Burt Lancaster, decides the village is
charming as it is and abandons the
project.

The film is a gentle exploration of the
resource curse. As in the fictional village,
real governments are tempted to spend
money prematurely. That is what
happened in Mongolia, where a handful of

Publ
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mines contain enough gold, copper and
coal to make everyone in the country a
millionaire. In anticipation, the government
built roads, raised salaries and dolled out
subsidised mortgages. Today, with the
commodities boom turned to bust, the
economy is in ruins. In September,
Mongolia asked the IMF for a bailout.

Anything Mongolia can do; Mozambique
can do better. At least in Mongolia, some
mines are producing. Mozambique has
stumbled before a drop of the gas found
off the northern coast has been pumped.
The nation may one day be a leading
exporter but projects will not come on
stream before the 2020s.

African countries must figure out how to
use them. Advice is easy to dish out but
devilishly hard to follow.

Invest profits to raise
productivity, principally by spending on
health, education and infrastructure.
Diversify the economy. Put lots of the
money into rainy-day funds for when
commodities fall and in sovereign wealth
funds for future generations.

Mozambique appears to have fallen at
hurdle number one. So the second
qidstignasmow e inerfiasional
community should respond. Companies
such as ExxonMobil will invest if there is
money to be made. Still, they are subject
to anti-bribery laws at home. Private
banks can, and should, be punished by
regulators and sued by bondholders if
they have misled investors.

But what about donors and multilateral
bodies? Should they be propping up a
state dominated by a party that has spent
much time dividing the spoils and little
tackling poverty?

The IMF says it will not resume lending
until an audit finds where the money has
gone. But it should press for more,
including punishment of anyone found to
have stolen.

The IMF should insist on a credible
government plan to use the gas windfall

for the benefit of all Mozambicans, not just

Mozambi queds consumer
edges up to 25.53% in October

Mozambi gueds consumer
higher to 25.53% year-on-year in October,
from 24.92% in September, data from the
National Statistics Institute (Instituto

Nacional de Estatistica, INE) showed on
Tuesday 8 November.

According to data collected in October in
the cities of Maputo, Beira and Nampula,
food and non-alcoholic beverages (with a
variation in the order of 3.34%)
contributed to the general upward trend of
the consumer inflation level with about
1.67 percentage points.

Analysis of the monthly inflation by
product indicates increases in the price of
tomato (9.8%), peanut (12.6%), coconut
(11.4%), oil (23.9%), rice (2.2%), corn
meal (2.4%) and mackerel (5.2%). The
contribution of these to the total monthly
inflation was 1,14 percentage points.

According to the INE, between January
and October consumer prices have
increased by about 17.67%.

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During the month of October, Maputo City
recorded the highest rate of monthly
inflation (2.74%), followed by Beira
(2.46%) and Nampula (2.39%).

In terms of contribution to total monthly
inflation registered in the country, Maputo
City was responsible for an increase of
1.38 percentage points, while the cities of
Nampula and Beira contributed with 0.79
percentage points and 0.41 percentage
points, respectively.

From January to September the three
cities saw their prices worsened, with the
city of Nampula experiencing the largest
increase over the period (18.31%),
followed by Beira (17.59%) and Maputo
City (17.28%).

Year-on-year, Maputo City experienced

Average commodity prices: 2to 9
November

During the period 2 to 9 November, the
average prices for basic food products
shifted somewhat in shops and markets in
the cities of Maputo, Beira and Nampula.

For the most part, commodity prices in
Maputo City remained relatively stable
due to the regular supply of products to
the markets. The price of locally produced
potatoes registered a decrease in the
order of 20%, and the price of imported
mackerel (18-centimetres) declined by
2%.

In Beira, commodity prices also remained
relatively stable, however, there was a 6%
increase in the price of locally produced
onions due to the scarcity of this product
in the region.
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In Nampula City, price increases were
reported for items such as locally
produced tomatoes (11%), grain corn
(10%), imported reno potatoes (5%),
locally produced brown sugar (4%) and
locally produced cooking oil (2%). The
price of locally produced onions registered
a decrease (27%), as did locally produced
reno potatoes (7%) and imported rice
(4%).

This threatens to derail years of trade
talks between Europe and Africa, which
changed significantly with the signing of
the Cotonou Agreement in 2000 between
the EU and the African, Caribbean and
Pacific Group of States (or ACP
countries).

Before that deal, African states had
enjoyed unilateral trade preferences with
the EU. Cotonou reflected a significant
rethinking of this trade and aid dynamic. A
World Trade Organization waiver that was
secured until the end of 2007 enabled the
EU and ACP countries time to negotiate a
new WTO-compatible trade relationship
governed by a series of interregional
EPAs.

The EPA negotiations began way back in
2002 with what eventually became seven
sub-regions within this broader group of
countries. The EUOGS
reflected its belief in the ability of
reciprocal free trade agreements and
regional integration to boost African
development.

But across the continent, a number of
business groups, civil society
organisations and trade unions have
challenged these assumptions and
mounted a concerted campaign against
the EPAs. Much of the concern within
Africa toward these agreements has
focused on the limiting impact EPAs will
have on government policy.

Drawing on lessons from East Asia, many
African opponents of the trade deals
believe that they will ensure a
continuation of the historical pattern of
dependent trade links between Africa and
Europe. In so doing, they will both limit the

potential for boosting trade within Africa,
while also restricting the range of policy
options available to support African
industrialisation.

As it has done repeatedly throughout the
EPA negotiations, the EU recently sought
to impose a deadline on talks in order to
convince sceptical African states to sign

up.

The negotiations, however, are
complicated by the fact that different EPA
regions have a mix of what the United

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Export-Import Bank of India lowers
lending rate by 0.25%

In a bid to promote project exports, the
Export-Import Bank of India (EXIM Bank)
has lowered its credit cost by 0.25%.

The interest rate
Credit under the government of India
National Export Insurance Account (BC-
NEIA) payable by eligible borrowers has
been revised downwards by 25 bps
across tenors.

EXIM Bank Executive Director, Debasish
Mallick, said that the lowering of the rate
will help promote project exports.

The revised interest rate took effective as
of 1 October.

EXIM Bank, in conjunction with ECGC,
operates BC-NEIA under which the bank
finances and facilitates project exports
from India.

Besides promot i ntlge |

demonstration of Indian expertise and
project execution capabilities in emerging
markets, said Mallick.

Reducing the sulphur content in diesel
would go some way to reducing the risk
that air pollution poses.

In the two factories in the northern port of
Nacala, the price per sack rises from
MT390 to MT429 (10%). There is also a
10% rise at the cement plant in the central
town of Dondo. A 50-kilogram sack that
cost MT289 last week now costs MT318.

Cimentos de Mogcambique justifies its
latest price rise on the grounds that some
of its raw materials, such as clinker, are
imported, and their price has risen

‘because of the depreciation of the

metical. The company management
alleges that the repeated price rises this
year still do not compensate for the rise in
the costs of producing cement.

Cimentos de Mogambique claims that,
between September 2015 and September
2016, the costs of production rose by
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50%, but the price of cement only
increased by 32%.

Most consumers buy their cement, not
from the Cimentos de Mocambique
factory door, but from retailers whose
prices are much higher.

The retail prices were rising well before
the latest Cimentos de Mocambique price
rise. In one of the Maputo retailers visited
by journalists, a sack of cement cost
MT375 at the end of September. Last
weekend i before the latest Cimentos de
Mogambique price rise i the same sack
cost MT400.

The retailers who spoke to the reporters
complained that with the repeated price
rises they are losing clients. One retailer,
Amad Abdul ,

have any clients at all, particularly in the
festive seasono.

Operators instructed to block
unregistered SIM cards by 1 December

The INCM has instructed mobile phone
operators to block all unregistered mobile
phone SIM cards from 1 December. A
press release sent to Noticias states that
the decision complies with the provisions
of the Rules of Registration and Activation
of Subscriber Identification Modules
Mobile Telephone Service (SIM cards),
approved by the Decree No. 18/2015 of
28 August.

The purpose of the measure is to improve
the lives of the Mozambican public
regarding operations that can be
performed via phone, including value-
added services, by protecting them
against crimes that can be perpetrated
using cell phones and promoting the
responsible use of the SIM cards.

The INCM has urged all subscribers
whose SIM cards are not yet registered to
regularise their devices so as to continue
to enjoy safe communications.

Water supply service fees increase

The price of food, medicines, electricity,
fuel and beer have all risen, and (without
giving public notice), the government
increased the price of potable water
countrywide at the start of last month
(October).

Residents of Maputo, Matola, Boane, Xai-
Xai, Chokwe, Inhambane, Chimoio,
Manica, Gondola, Tete and Moatize have
been subjected to the largest increases,
over 10%. Water supply service fees rose
by 20%.

As in 2015, only the publishing of the
mandatory resolution in the Official
Gazette of Mozambique revealed the
Wat er
decision to raise the cost of potable water
in Mozambique.

However, @Verdade states that one of
the biggest costs in producing drinking
water is the chemicals that are used in the
water treatment process. These are
imported and therefore paid for in foreign
currency, which becomes more expensive
with each passing day due to the
increasing depreciation of the metical.

Another cost is electricity, which is used
for the pumps that draw in, treat and

di stribute water to
and which has also risen by about 30%.

The devaluation of the metical is

According to a Water Regulation Council
report, investment in the 15 drinking water
supply systems under the management of
the Fund for Water Supply and Assets
(FIPAG) between 2002 and 2014
amounts to approximately US$2.2-billion.

Increases rage between 5% in Nampula
and 15.71% in the Maputo region, and
come about a year after another increase
that varied between 4% and 17.78%. The
highest tariff is paid by customers of the
Water Company of Maputo, and the
municipalities of Matola and Boane.

The cost has jumped from MT19 to MT22
per cubic metre for residents who
consume between 5,000 and 10,000-litres
of water per month and from MT29.5 to
MT35 per cubic metre for residents whose
monthly consumption exceeds 10,000-
litres of drinking water.

Xai-Xai residents who consume between
5,000 and 10,000-litres per month, who in
2015 had an increase of 13.07%, suffered
a further increase of 15.54%. Consumers
of more than 10,000-litres per month, and
who had seen the bill increase 10.71%
last year, will pay an additional 8.74%.

Also noteworthy are the approximately
300,000 people who have access to
drinking water in Tete and Moatize who
saw their bills increased by 10.8% for
those who consume between 5,000 and
10,000-litres per month, and 15.51% for
those who consume more than 10,000-
litres of water per month.

A household of three people who bathe
and use toilets every day and wash their
clothes regularly consumes more than
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10,000-litres of water per month, and
2013 data suggests that more than half
the customers consumed more than that.

According to the Water Regulation
Council, those who consume only 5,000-
litres per month are the Mozambicans
who only
utilise an average of 20-litres of water per
person per day.

The new prices are lower than those
charged by the private providers that have
emerged in several expansion
neighbourhoods, particularly in the cities
of Maputo and Matola, due to the
government 6s inabil
drinking water to all Mozambicans.

FI PAGG6s managed
cover 63.1% of Mozambicans living in
urban areas but only 3.5% of the majority
who live in rural areas where boreholes,
rivers and ponds are the main source of
water. This water is unsafe and causes
outbreaks of disease every year.

Mozambican parliament approves
proposed convention on social
security with Portugal

The convention provides for the
safeguarding of rights acquired by
trainees and/or workers of the two
countries, and the fortification of social
protection of migrant workers.

Coca-Cola puts up its prices except for
glass bottles

a I i e nt o
The M%z%mbican%ranch of the Coca-
Cola company has just put up its prices
for the second time in just over a year.

There was no public announcement, but

the Coca-Cola Director of Public Relations

and Communication, Francisco Ferréo,
confirmed to the independent newssheet
Mediafax, that the prices of some of his
companyb6s product s
November.

Therefore, a pack of six two-litre plastic
bottles of Coke and of the other soft
drinks produced by the company has
risen in price by 7.8%, from MT320 to
MT345 (US$4.2 to US$4.5). The retail
price for a two-litre bottle is now MT75
rather than MT65, a 15% rise. (However,

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many retailers chose to ignore the
recommended retails price, and were
already selling the two-litre bottles for
MT70).

The price of a pack of 24 330-millilitre
cans of coke rose from MT520 to MT600
(15.4%). The retail price for an individual
can goes up from MT25 to MT30 (a 20%
rise).

The price for glass bottles of coke
remains unchanged. Thus, the price of a
300-millilitre bottle stays at MT15, while
the slightly larger, 350-millilitre bottle, still
costs MT20.

In the last price increase, in October
2015, it was the glass bottles of soft drink
that rose in price, while the cans and the
two-litre plastic bottles remained the
same.

The new price rise contradicts a promise
given by Coca-Cola two months ago that
no further price increases were on the
cards.

Ferréo justified the rise by the
depreciation of the metical against the US
dollar and the South African rand, which is
driving up the price of the imported
materials the company uses. He claimed
that, even with the increases, the prices of
the drinks are below what the company
would regard as ideal.

Asked why there had been no change in
the price of the drinks sold in glass
bottles, Ferrdo said that, because the
glass bottles are returnable, they are
cheaper than cans or plastic.

AD: There is slowness from our side,
Mozambicans, in particular the
Mozambican government itself. The
international mediators are not in
charge, they are helping us
Mozambicans at our request. What is
noticeable is that since August, when
the negotiations began, things moved
quickly.

They made proposals for
decentralisation,
proposal to govern the six provinces and
Renamobs military
in leadership positions in the FADM.

Our brothers on the other side of
Frelimo have been very slow; they have
not answered much yet. Renamo has

international mediators. Frelimo, for its
part, says until this day that it is
learning, is considering, is analysing.

DW Africa: So, is it more likely that the
negotiation process will continue into
20177

AD: | am not sure anymore because |
was optimistic in August and
September. | did not think the conflict
would last even to today (9 November),
because things were moving fast. | think
if we do not push hard, negotiations will
last through into 2017 7 which is
unfortunate for the people of
Mozambique.

In addition to needing our own peace,
democracy, human rights, free and
transparent elections, there is now a
wave of murders that Frelimo has
adopted as a course of action.

They kidnap Renamo members in rural
areas, and kill them in cold blood in
addition to shooting. Things typical of
President Nyusi, which we never saw
with Samora Machel, Chissano or
Guebuza. And weobve
anyone being arrested because he shot
a member of Renamo.

There are daily murders i two to three
people T in the centre and south of the
country. And recently, one of our
colleagues Jeremias Pondeca, who was
even part of the negotiating team, was
murdered.

DW Africa: Is Renamo taking any steps
to protect members being targeted by
these hitmen?
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AD: It is a bit difficult because the
country is so big. If it were a district or a
place where we could all go together
and patrol against death squads, we
would certainly do it. But look at the size
of Mozambique; it is not easy. What is
happening has a name, which is
terrorism.

Although we are feeling very nervous,
we have decided not to go back to the
fight. If others do this T they combine
the smartest and the strongest as a way
to silence or intimidate i then our
strategy is, when we take revenge, we
always demand democracy.

We know that in the future it
[democracy] will take revenge; justice
will hold them accountable, and history
never rots. So this is our strategy.
Otherwise, many would leave the
Renamo ranks for fear of being killed,
but no one is quitting. On the contrary,
academics and graduates are flocking in
en masse to the party; it is not just the
population of rural areas.

DW Africa: Given the increasing
number of murders, are you not afraid
that the families of the victims will seek
tevehge onhineiBovn a@dount, or that
there will even be some sort of urban
warfare?

AD: As to conflicts and the theft of votes
from 1994 until today, if there have been
no revolts against the regime, it is
because, in fact, | have been exercising
a lot of restraint as leader. | am under
great pressure to take up the strategy of
revenge in cold blood against Frelimo
members.

There have been academics who called
me to ask why | do not make a list [of
Frelimo members], and give it to my
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men to cut off their heads. And my
answer is: | am a democrat and not a
terrorist.

We know that this difficult situation is a
sacrifice, but the future will make
everything right. And it would have
happened already [but for me].

There are elements who say: Dhlakama,
this negotiation thing is taking so long,
we want to pick up our machetes and
axes. We know the [members of]
Frelimo, we want to put an end to them.
And | say, please, | beg of you on my
knees, do not do this. History will
condemn all the criminals.

Renamo gunmen attack CLN train in
Nampula

On the morning of Tuesday 8
November, armed Renamo men
attacked a train in the northern province
of Nampula.

According to the provincial police
spokesperson, Zacarias Nacute,
speaking at a press conference in
Nampula City, the gunmen opened fire
on a locomotive at approximately
01:00hrs in the Mutuali area, in Malema
district.

The locomotive was travelling along the
Nacala Integrated Logistics Corridor
(CLN) to Nacala-a-Velha, where there is
a new mineral port devoted to coal
exports. CLN is the company that
operates the railway from the Moatize
coal basin in Tete Province, across
southern Malawi, to Nampula and on to
Nacala.

The police dispatched a team to the
area as soon as it received news of the
attack, and concluded that the shots
were fired by Renamo. The police are in
the area, Nacute continued, to
guarantee public order and safety.

On Monday 7 November, a crowd
attacked and burnt down a Renamo
office and the residence of a party
member in Muatalala, an outlying
suburb of Nampula City. Supposedly the
attackers were tired of the lack of
security caused by the activities of the
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Vv

Renamo militia, and opted to take
revenge against the civilian wing of
Renamo. Nacute said the police are
trying to identify the ringleaders in the
attack on the Renamo office and
residence.

The attackers used tires to burn the
doors and windows, which were
protected by grating. The three people
asleep inside the house were woken by
the dense smoke and escaped
unharmed, but some party property,
such as benches used for meetings,
was destroyed.

Speaking to the press, one of the three
survivors, Carlos Goncalves, said he did
not know who had staged the attack. He
said that the

The instability caused by Renamo raids
is leading to serious disruption in some
Nampula schools. The Nampula
Brovinciabgavierimeft das kedo@nised
h& thére ntay be pupils WHd aré indble
to sit the end-of-year exams because of
the military tensions. Twelve schools are
affected, in Rapale, Murrupula and
Mogovolas districts.

Renamo in Nampula has not yet issued
any statement, saying that it is still in the
process of assessing the losses. There
are, however, plenty of Renamo
members who will claim anonymously
that they are being persecuted by the
ruling party and say the incident was
politically motivated.
