As it currently stands, things are set to get worse
before they improve. Standby by for strikes, rising crime and social unrest. Ordinary people
simply cannot make ends meet with inflation running at 27-30% (Pages 29-31).

Central bank holds interest rates
steady

The Monetary Policy Committee of the
Banco de Mogambique announced on
Wednesday 14 December, that it is
holding its benchmark interest rates
steady.

Therefore, the Standing Lending Facility
(the interest rate paid by the commercial
banks to the central bank for money
borrowed on the Interbank Money Market)
will remain at 23.25%, the level to which it
was hiked in October.

The Standing Deposit Facility (the rate
paid by the central bank to the
commercial banks on money they deposit
with it) remains at 16.25%. Likewise, the

On Tuesday 13 December, the US dollar
was quoted at an average of MT72.4 to
the dollar in the commercial banks.

As for the South African rand, it was
quoted at MT5.33 to the rand on Tuesday,
an appreciation of 7.4% over the same
period.

The recovery against the rand is
significant, since it should lead to a
reduction in the prices of food and drink
imported from South Africa.

Zandamela also announced that the drain
on Mozambiqueds net
has been reversed. Since November the
commercial banks have sold US$174-
million to the central bank.

This was the main factor in pushing the
reserves up to US$1.754-billion, enough
to cover 3.5 months of imports of goods
and non-factor services (excluding the
imports of the foreign investment
megaprojects).

The reserves had stood at just short of
US$2-billion dollars at the end of 2015,

The increase in the compulsory reserve
coefficient decreed in October took effect
on 22 November, and Zandamela credited
it with mopping up two thirds of the
primary liquidity of the commercial banks
which fell from MT7.5-billion to MT2.5-
billion.

As for inflation, the consumer price index
for the three largest cities (Maputo,
Nampula and Beira) showed a monthly
inflation rate of 2.89% in November, and
an annual rate of 26.83%.

The high November rate was largely due
to government determined increases in
the prices of electricity and water (37%
and 11% respectively).

Nothing similar was in the pipeline for this
month, and Zandamela expected 2016 to
end with annual inflation of around 27% i
considerably lower than the over 30% he
had been predicted in October.

Banco de Mocambique predicts
inflation of 27% or 30%; reserves up,
devaluation halted

On Wednesday 14 December, the Banco
de Mocambique Monetary Policy
Committee said that annual inflation is
expected to hit 30% by the end of the
year. But the governor of the bank,
Rogério Zandamela, told a Wednesday
press conference that although annual
inflation in November had risen to 26.8%,
he expected inflation at the end of the
year to be only 27%. Standard Bank
predicts 25%.

Zandamela and the IMF, at the end of its
mission this week, both said that the drain
on Mozambiqueds net
has been reversed. Despite reduced
foreign direct investment flows and cuts in
donor financing, the rapid devaluation
combined with the failure to pay debt
service and the sharp squeeze on access
to foreign currency have increased foreign
currency reserves. Also since November
the commercial banks have sold US$174-
million to the central bank.

The World Bank, in a report issued this

According to Zandamela, and IMF and
World Bank reports published this week,
reserves stood at US$1.99-billion at the
end of 2015, equivalent to 3.2 months of
imports (excluding megaprojects), but had
fallen to US$1.68-billion in October (2.9
months of imports). This has now risen to
US$1.75-billion, enough to cover 3.5
months of imports.

On Wednesday, the Banco de
Mogambigue Monetary Policy Committee
decided to make no changes to interest
rates or reserve requirements, noting
particularly that the exchange rate has
stabilised. After a year of rapid
devaluation, the value of the metical has
been stable and actually improved slightly
since mid-October.

Zandamela said that the sharp interest
rate rises of October were having the
desired effect of mopping up excess
liquidity and halting the depreciation of the
metical. However, last year when there
were comments about the metical being
badly overvalued, numbers being cited as
the correct exchange rate were close to
the current values.

At the beginning of this year the exchange
rate was MT47 to the dollar. By mid-
October it had gone to MT78 to the dollar,
and has fallen slightly to MT74 to the
dollar now. Similarly, the rate to the South
African rand was MT3 to the rand at the
beginning of the year, increasing to MT5.6
to the rand in October, and has dropped
slightly to MT5.4 to the rand now.
Standard Bank predicts a fall to MT65 to
the dollar.

Mocambique, OTM, CS) maintains that
the next discussion on the readjustment of
the national minimum wage, scheduled for
April 2017, should reflect the objective of
reinvigorating purchasing power and
ensuring the stability of employment.

With a view of defining its position at the
negotiating table with the government and
employers, the trade unions affiliated to
the OTM met in Matola (Maputo
Province), to discuss the cost of living and
its impact on the labour market.

At the meeting, trade unions reflected on
the consequences of the rising cost of
living, the economic crisis, depreciation of
the metical and the politico-military
instability on the lives of workers and the
survival of companies.

AThis crisis has a
lives of workers, especially those with low
incomes, who witness the deterioration of
their power and witness the increase of
their vulnerability. But it also affects
companies, because many cannot cope
with the difficulties and end up closing
their doorso, said
spokesperson for the meeting.

Concerning the workers' dissatisfaction
with the wage increases over the years,
the trade union explained that the
readjustments do not have the desired
impact because they are approved soon
after the generalised rise of prices.

The OTM believes that, for a better
positioning in the face of a possible
increase, it is necessary to understand all
the nuances of the current economic
situatio n .

Average commodity prices: 7 to 14
December

During the period 7 to 14 December, the
average prices for basic food products
shifted somewhat in shops and markets in
the cities of Maputo, Beira and Nampula.

In Maputo City, the price of locally
produced tomatoes increased by 22%,
while the price of locally produced frozen
chicken increased by 18%. The increase
in prices for these two products is mainly
due to poor domestic production.

In Beira, the price of locally produced
tomatoes increased by 43% (also due to
poor domestic production). The price of
locally produced white sugar decreased
by 3%.

In Nampula City, the price of locally
produced eggs increased by 28%,
imported eggs by 20%, imported reno
potatoes and mackerel (18 centimetres)
by 5% each, while the price of locally
produced peanuts increase by 2%. The
price of locally produced potatoes
decreased by 11%, locally produced
butter beans by 5%, locally produced
tomatoes and onions by 4% each, while
the price of locally produced yellow sugar
decreased by 2%.

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Price hike worries Lichinga residents

s a iMgnicipalities in Lichinga (Niassa

Province) are concerned by what they
consider to be an unjustifiable rise in
prices at a time when people are
preparing for the festive season.

Locals told
economic agentso
in that they speculate the price of the
products (mainly necessities), without
apparent justification.

Journalists travelled to local shopping
malls and markets and found that prices
have indeed risen sharply.

For example, a litre of cooking oil T which
previously cost MT85 1 now costs MT130.
A kilogram of sugar has risen from MT45
to MT75, while a 25-kilogram bag of sugar
now costs MT1,420, up from MT800.

Meanwhile, a 1.2-kilogram chicken now
costs MT250, up from MT160. Even more
concerning is the cost of reno potatoes
(which are grown in Niassa), which has
risen from MT180 per a 20-kilogram bag
to MT400.

AfDB commits US$74.9-million to road
connection between Mozambique and
Tanzania

On Friday 9 December, the Board of
Directors of the African Development
Bank Group (AfDB) approved US$71.8-
million grant and US$3.1-million loan to
the government of Mozambique for the
construction of an asphalted 70-kilometre
road section in northern Mozambique, to
improve connectivity with Tanzania.

The project will open up that isolated part
of the country, contributing to the
economic growth and the eradication of
poverty, as well as foster cross border
trade and reinforce regional integration.
The road segment Mueda-Negomano
represents a missing link on the transport
corridor between Mozambique and
Tanzania. The Bank will finance the

paving of the road for phase I. This phase,
approved last week, finances a 70-
kilometre road section which starts at
Negomano, located adjacent to the
Rovuma River, the natural frontier with
Tanzania. The section ends in the locality
of Roma. The improvement of the road
will reduce from three to one hour the time
to travel between the two localities. That
first phase will be complemented by a
second one, planned to start in 2019,
which will connect Roma to Mueda and
includes the construction of a one stop
border post.

Thousands of motorists will be travelling
through the Onderberg on their way to
and from Mozambique. TRAC has
implemented a few measures to make this
experience easier.

Traffic on the N4 is set to increase from
this week, as thousands of motorists

He was speaking in the northern city of
Nampula, shortly after inaugurating a
cashew processing factory owned by
Korosho Mocambique Lda., which is part
of the Export Trade Group (ETG), a
company formed by Mauritian and Indian
capital.

This, President Nyusi said, was an
example of a policy to protect
Mozambican industry bearing fruit. The
surtax, of between 18% and 22%, on raw
cashew exports is supposed to ensure
that, instead of all being exported (mostly
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to India), the nuts stay in Mozambique to
feed the processing factories.

The ETG factory employs 700 workers,
but 80% of these are casual workers.
Currently it operates with 25 machines
capable of processing 2,500-tons of nuts
a year. But the company plans to increase
the number of machines to 75 by the end
of 2020, and lift annual processing
capacity to 10,000-tons of raw nuts.

The factory produces around 500-tons of
cashew kernels a year, most of which is
exported (to South Africa, the United
States, Canada and various Asian and
European countries). The raw nuts are
purchased from producers in the Nampula
countryside.

This is the second cashew processing
plant set up by ETG in Mozambique. The
first has been operating for over 10 years
in Chiure district, in the neighbouring
province of Cabo Delgado.

The current export surtax was imposed
after attempts in the 1990s by the World
Bank to force the government to remove
all protection from the cashew processing
plant came close to destroying the
industry. At the time the World Bank

Declaring victory in the 20-year war
with the World Bank over cashew

In 1995, Phyllis Pomerantz, the World
Bankdé s Wa s hbasedjcountry
operations manager for Mozambique, sat
at a table in the World Bank house in
Maputo with government ministers, and
forced them to close the cashew nut
industry, throwing 10,000 people out of
work.

protection for the industry, the Bank would
stop all programmes. Because all donor
support then was conditional on having a
World Bank programme, that meant all aid
would stop. Ministers felt they had no
choice. It was a remarkable display of the

Neoliberalism was in the ascendency at
the time, and the World Bank and
Pomerantz believed in the myth that the
free market and globalisation on their own
would end poverty. The idea was that if
unprocessed cashew was sent to India,
peasants would earn more. It was a total
failure; without the guaranteed domestic
market, production collapsed.

Not only did 10,000 people (mainly
women) lose jobs in the factories, but
peasants lost income from an important
cash crop. The story became a global
scandal. Perhaps because they did not
want to lose face, the World Bank and
some donors refused to back down.

After five years, the government began to
work, literally in secret so the Bank and
allied donors did not have to see, to
rebuild the industry. New factories were
opened, with support from government
and friendly donors. Peasant farmers
were helped with tree seedlings and
spraying. Most important, government
worked quietly with the cashew traders to
reach agreement that there would be an
export duty on unprocessed cashew, and
that no unprocessed cashew would be
exported until the demand of local
factories was satisfied.

This went totally against everything
Pomerantz and the Bank had demanded.
But it worked. Cashew returned as an
important peasant crop in coastal areas,
and the processing industry grew. By the
time Do Bicycles Equal Development in
Mozambique? Was written in 2008, a
whole chapter could have been dedicated
to the revival of cashew. The State
Secretariat for Cashew was willing to be
more open about rebuilding the industry
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though State intervention and in
opposition to World Bank demands, but it
was still careful not to discuss protection
openly. Finally, last week, President Filipe
Nyusi declared publicly that cashew and
industrial protection were successes. The
20-year secret battle to reverse the
imposition of Phyllis Pomerantz was
finally over.

Not enough water for Maputo irrigation

Despite recent rain in Maputo, the level of
water in the Pequenos Libombos dam on
the Umbellzi River is so low that the
authorities are cutting water supplies from
this reservoir to the irrigation schemes in
Maputo Province. Visiting the dam on
Monday 12 December, the Minister of
Public Works, Carlos Martinho, told
reporters that, as from Thursday 15
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December, no more water from the
Pequenos Libombos will be used for

The priority, he said, is to ensure drinking
water for the Greater Maputo conurbation
(the cities of Maputo and Matola and
Boane district), which is dependent on the
Umbeluzi water pumping and treatment
station.

Martinho. First, the use of water to
generate electricity at Pequenos
Libombos was stopped. Then gradually
the use of water for agriculture was cut. It
was reduced to 75%, then to 50%, and is
now on 25%. As from Thursday there will
no water at all for irrigated agriculture.
The ideal scenario, the Minister added,
would be for heavy rainfall in the next few
days, filling up the reservoir and allowing
the dam to increase its discharges into the
river from the current three cubic metres a
second to 4.2 cubic metres a second.

But while that does not happen, the
priority is to ensure drinking water for the
Maputo metropolitan area, to the
detriment of irrigation. For the time being,
drinking water for Maputo is guaranteed,
said Minister Martinho, but he urged
citizens to use water sparingly. In the
current situation, they should not water
their gardens or use hosepipes to wash
their cars.

Bakers who cheat customers will lose
subsidy

The Mozambican authorities are
threatening to withdraw subsidies from
bakers who swindle their customers with
under weight | oaves,
issue of Mediafax.

In order to avoid any further increase in
the price of bread, the government
subsidises the wheat flour used by
bakers. But in recent weeks it has
become obvious that some bakers are
cheating their clients by selling loaves that
weigh much less than they should.

A standard loaf should weigh 200-grams,
but the
Inspectorate of Economic Activities
(INAE) has found cases where this loaf
only weighed 120-grams.

On their visits to bakeries, INAE
inspectors have also found some where
the lack of hygiene and cleanliness
threatens public health. These health
concerns were so serious that some
bakeries were told to close down until
they had cleaned up.

INAE general inspector Maria Freitas told
Mediafax that the government will analyse
bakeries selling underweight loaves case
by case, and will remove the wheat flour

subsidy from those bakers who are
violating the agreements reached
between the Mozambican Association of
Bakers (AMOPAOQO) and the government.

She said that bakeries found to be
cheating their customers with underweight
bread are already being fined.

She pointed out that, through AMOPAO,
the bakeries had agreed to receive the
subsidies paid by the government,
through the Ministry of Industry and
Trade, and in exchange had promised not
to increase the price of bread or alter the
weight of the loaves.

Preserving peace in Mozambique

When the United Nations Operation in
Mozambique (ONUMOZ) officially
ended in 1994, it was widely considered
a peacekeeping success story. After two
years in operation, it had brought to an
end a long-running and vicious civil war
and guided Mozambique through its first
democratic elections.

Over 20 years later, the country suffers
from a low-grade version of that earlier
conflict. A number of officials from the
former rebel movement, Renamo have
been assassinated, presumably by
government agents. In response,
Renamo has carried out attacks on
highways and rail lines that have caused
multiple casualties.

Major scandals involving corruption and
drug smuggling implicate senior officials
in a government that has been
completely dominated by one political
party, the ruling Frelimo Party, since
independence was obtained in 1975.

There is no shortage of individuals and
instit uti ons to bl ame
situation, but one thing is clear: if it
continues on its present course, the

U Nsdaccomplishments will have bought
only a temporary pause in a
humanitarian disaster and the efficacy of
peacekeeping itself will be once again
guestioned.

The fruits of UN peacekeeping

ONUMOZ was considered a success
because it fulfilled its mandate in only
two years and cost a mere half a billion
US dollars (although billions more were
spent on separate humanitarian

assistance initiatives during its course).
The operation had a complex mandate i
namely, to monitor and verify the cease-
fire and to oversee the separation and
concentration of forces, their
demobilisation, and the collection,
storage, and destruction of weapons.

It provided security for transport
corridors and other vital infrastructure as
well as for the peacekeepers
themselves. It managed the disbanding
of irregular armed groups, provided
technical assistance and monitoring for
t he c afirst demgcratic elections,
and co-ordinated humanitarian
assistance operations. Overall,
ONUMOZ disarmed about 76,000
fighters, collected 155,000 weapons,
and helped train 10,000 soldiers for the
new, unified national army.

It also helped some five-million refugees
and displaced persons return to their
homes. Moreover, the departure of the
peacekeepers did not signal an end to
international assistance. Since the
conclusion of ONUMOZ, the country has
received an average of over US$1.7-

f o milid§ arhdiadveldhimentaid.

Perhaps not surprising, in the early
1990s, Mozambique was looked on as
peacekeeping success story, in contrast
to the failures in Angola and Somalia.
Economic growth, which averaged over
seven percent during the last decade,
has remained strong, and presidential
elections have been held on time every
five years since the first one in 1994.

Ironically, the peacekeeping efforts in
Mozambique have been a victim of their
own success. The wealth of positive
indicators gave the international
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community incentive to ignore the
underlying causes of the conflictd the
centralisation of economic and political
power in the hands of one small group
and the lack of true reconciliation
between the former enemies. As a
result, tensions between Renamo and
Frelimo continued. Over the years, there
have been a number of violent incidents.
In recent months, the situation has
grown much worse.

Government forces have carried out
attacks on civilians, according to one
investigation. There have even been
reports of mass graves. Some of those
in Renamo, in turn, have reverted to
guerrilla tactics aimed at disrupting the
economy in the central and northern
parts of the country. Understanding the
origins of the conflict requires examining
thehi st ory of
decolonisation and early independence.

The colonial legacy:

Historically, Portuguese colonies were
among the countries in Africa least
prepared for independence. Lisbon
never saw it as necessary, or even
desirable, to allow the local population
access to education.

After the 1974 cosup
Estado Novo regime, one of the first
steps of the military government was to
grant independence to its colonies,

which had only a handful of college
graduates among their population. This
resulted in institutional weaknesses that
these countries have yet to overcome
four decades later.

After decolonisation,
government was taken over by Frelimo,
which up to that point had been a

Marxist-Leninist guerrilla movement. Its

heavy-handed rule gave birth to
Renamo, whose opposition was
supported by the white-ruled regimes in
Rhodesia and later South Africa. Cold
War rivalries fuelled the conflict as well.
US conservatives, including Republican
Senator Jesse Helms, saw Renamo as
an anti-communist freedom force like
the contras in Central America.

The Soviet Union, on the other hand,
provided aid to Frelimo. The resulting
war would cost the lives of tens of
thousands of Mozambican civilians and
force hundreds of thousands more to
flee as refugees to neighbouring
countries or to become internally
displaced.

By 1992, both sides had exhausted
themselves and finally signed a peace

stalemate is not the same as true
reconciliation. Unlike in South Africa, in
Mozambique there was no truth
commission, and the atrocities
committed by both sides continued to
fuel distrust and resentment between
the parties.

Legislators
have few resources, particularly when it
comes to the capacity for research and
writing new proposals.

Parliamentarians are elected according
to the percentage of votes their party
receives in each of
provinces and the city of Maputo. Their
first loyalty is therefore to their political
party and not their constituents. The
legislators are not even provided the
funds to have an office in the provinces
they supposedly represent, although

they are required to have a home there.

There has been some power sharing at
the local level, with the MDM and
Renamo holding seats in provincial
assemblies and a small number of
mayoral offices. These local government
representatives have no real resources
at their disposal, however.

The provincial governors do, but thus far
Frelimo has refused to relinquish the
power of the president to name all of
those officials and allow instead their
popular election. That is because in the
last election, Renamo received the most
votes in six of the provinces.

An international mediation effort is
currently under way led by a
representative of the European Union,
Mario Raffaelli. His main goal is to
formulate a proposal for decentralization
acceptable to both Renamo and Frelimo
that spells out how provincial governors
should be elected or appointed. How he
will be able to bridge the gap between
the two methods i and indeed whether

During their trial, two of those involved
in the murder asserted that it had been
ordered by the son of the president,
Joaquim Chissano. The son died in
2007 while the investigation into his
alleged participation was still under way.

In a sense, each of these issues reflects
the greatest problem hindering peace in
Mozambique: the failure of its political
elites to cultivate democracy.

Something rotten in Maputo:

In 1990, as the Cold War was coming to
an end, it became clear that more
economic assistance to Mozambique
would be coming from the West than
from the former Soviet Union. At that
point, Frelimo dropped its official
embrace of communism and changed
the name of the country from the
Peopl ebs Republic
simply the Republic of Mozambique. As

It continued to
operate as if it were a one-party state
and took its election victories as
evidence that it did not have to ease or
share its political and economic control,
a view that continues to this day.

Consider as well that the leadership of
Frelimo (and
government) is mired in corruption.
Armando Guebuza,
president from 2005 to 2015, took a
particularly hard line against political
opponents and was notoriously corrupt.
Among other things, his regime
reportedly protected drug barons.
Today, the country has become the
second-largest narcotics transit point in
Africa, after Guinea-Bissau.

A leaked cable from the American
embassy detailed a prominent
businessman who asserted that Frelimo
leaders worked through criminal
networks to control licit as well as illegal
economic activity. Such actions were
restricting the growth of the private
sector because of demands for a cut of
all substantial business transactions.

Guebuza also left his handpicked
successor to deal with the fallout of a
major scandal that was revealed to the
IMF and the donor community only
earlier this year. A series of loans
amounting to over US$2-billion were
taken out by the government in secret
from European banks supposedly to
finance fishing boats and patrol vessels.

For its part, Renamo has also failed to
become a democratic political party. It
has had only one leader, Afonso
Dhlakama, who has kept his control of
the party by thwarting any potential
Hvals.

It remains to be seen whether
Mozambique can avoid slipping further
back into a state of war. The political
elites seem mainly interested in fighting
over the economic spoils of the
countryds vast
Those resources should be used to fuel
continued economic growth, but they
are more likely to give the political elites
additional reasons for the conflict to go
on as they try to maximise their share.
The failure and corruption of the leaders
of both parties will be major obstacles to
efforts to move the country ahead.

And the donor community, which
provides hundreds of millions of dollars
to the
may well lack the unity and will to push
hard enough for those problems to be
overcome. Economic aid should be
accompanied by an insistence on
political reform. If not, Mozambique will
continue to be rewarded for its past
success even when doing so means
ensuring its future failure.

Frelimo has always been a loose
coalition, with divisions according to

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personal relations, which means that
factions are not rigid. For more than 40
years, the guiding rule has been unity 1
however, bitter the fights and divisions
inside, no one is expelled or leaves and
the party stays together at all costs.
Unity helps it win elections, but the
desire to stay together means that often
hard choices are not made.

Peace talks with Renamo are stalled
because the party is divided on how to
move forward. Similarly, there is a
growing awareness that the economic
crisis caused by the secret debt plus the
on-going war is increasingly blamed on
Frelimo, and that a Trump-like backlash
could lead to the election of Renamo
head Afonso Dhlakama as president in
2019. For many in the Frelimo
leadership, this is too terrible to
contemplate, so they are not thinking
about it.

There appear to be three groups in the
Frelimo leadership now. One is aligned
to Guebuza. During his decade as head
of the party and president, he put his
people into key posts such as provincial
(and lower level) party secretaries,
parliament, the Central Committee, and
the security services SISE. And in the
patronage culture, his people have
benefitted from the secret loans and
various contracts.

The Guebuza group tends to take a
hard line, refusing concessions to
Renamo and on the secret debt, and
discouraging discussion and debate.
That position was underlined in
Guebuzads evidence
parliamentary commission in which he
claimed his position as liberator of
Mozambique made him
unchallengeable. But the arrogance of

The second group is
around President Filipe Nyusi and
liberation war fighter Alberto Chipande,
who is the wealthiest and most powerful
person in Cabo Delgado and a major
backer of the President.

Any response will
be, as always, cautious, considered,
and boasensual. But perhaps the mood
Is changing.

However, the gang soon
became aware of the presence of police
officers and opened fire, the PRM
responded and gave chase, resulting in
an exchange of fire which killed the
three kidnappers.

During the operation, the police seized
two pistols and ammunition.

Six out of 10 girls were sexually
assaulted in Maputo i study

Six out of 10 girls have been victims of
sexual violence in
public spaces, according to a study
presented on Tuesday 13 December by
the municipal
Violence Cityo

The study conducted in the Maxaquene
and Chamanculo neighbourhoods found
that there is a high prevalence of
violence against women and girls in the
public space, estimated at 60% of a total
376 girls surveyed in the last 12 months.

Sexual violence in these
neighbourhoods is higher among girls
aged between 12 and 18 years than in
women over 18 years.

The study also indicates that the places
most prone to the occurrence of
psychological and physical violence are
the street (with
shop] (23%); and bars and discos (with
8%).
